It is approved for same indications as its reference
product, Humira (adalimumab). It is not interchangeable with Humira.

e Atorvaliq (atorvastatin) oral suspension
o PDLclass: Lipotropics: Statins
= |ndicated to the reduce the risk of myocardial infarction (Ml), stroke, revascularization
procedures, and angina in adults; as an adjunct to diet to reduce low-density lipoprotein
cholesterol (LDL-C) in adults with primary hyperlipidemia and in adults and pediatric
patients aged 10 years and older with heterozygous familial hypercholesterolemia (HeFH);
as an adjunct to other LDL-C lowering therapies, or alone if such treatments are
unavailable, to reduce LDL-C in adults and pediatric patients aged 10 years and older with
homozygous familial hypercholesterolemia (HoFH); and as an adjunct to diet for the
treatment of adults with primary dysbetalipoproteinemia or hypertriglyceridemia.

= Kinase inhibitor indicated for the treatment of activated phosphoinositide 3-kinase delta
(P13K8) syndrome (APDS) in adult and pediatric patients > 12 years of age.

o PDLclass: Insulins, Basal
= Long-acting human insulin analog indicated to improve glycemic control in adults and
pediatric patients with diabetes mellitus.
* |tis the second interchangeable biosimilar to Lantus’ (insulin glargine) and is approved for
the same indications.
o Added to formulary as Tier 3.
e Skyclarys (omaviloxolone) capsules
o Non-PDLclass
= Nuclear factor erythroid-derived 2-related factor 2 (Nrf2) activator indicated for the
treatment of Friedreich’s ataxia (FA) in adults and adolescents aged > 16 years.
o Added to FFS— MPPL w/PA
= Productis a carve out. If billed to a Medicaid Health Plan, pharmacy will receive NCPDP
reject code 831 along with supplemental messaging for billing/contacting Magellan.
o Vowst (fecal microbiota spores, live-brpk) capsules
o Non-PDL class
= |ndicated to prevent the recurrence of Clostridioides difficile infection (CDI) in individuals
> 18 years of age following antibacterial treatment for recurrent CDI (rCDI). It is not
indicated for the treatment of CDI.
o Added to FFS — MPPL w/PA

Pending Criteria Changes for 2/1/2023:

e C(linical criteria will apply. Member must have diagnosis of Type 2 Diabetes.

cardiovascular risk factors.

e Value indicates the methodology for the price submitted in the Ingredient Cost
Submitted field (NCPDP field 409-D9).

Carve-Out Drugs:

If a carve-out drug is billed to the Medicaid health plan, the pharmacy will receive a NCPDP 831 reject error. Carve-out
drugs must be billed through FFS Medicaid. If applicable, prior authorization for a carve-out drug must also go through
FFS Medicaid.
